TOOLS REQUIRED
Phillips (cross-head) screwdriver Small flat- 
head screwdriver (for the TS version, no tools 
required for the M version)

ZONES OR REGIONS
When used on the TraceTek TTDM or TTSIM 
alarm & locator panel, probes have built in 
resistors [weighted lengths] equal to 8 mtrs 
for the first probe and 16 mtrs for each 

subsequent probe. If probes are used alone 
on a circuit without sensing cable the “zones” 
setting can be used on the panels.

STORAGE
Keep the module in a dry place prior to 
installation to avoid possible damage to 
internal components.
